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Minimalists banished the ornamental from art, but the American painter
Robert Kushner rebelled and helped to found the Pattern and Decoration
Movement, in the mid-seventies. A show of his big new works on floral
themes—his subject for forty years—opens at the DC Moore gallery, on Jan. 8.
